In this case, you seem to have
already committed to giving
money to this couple. (I’m not
sure what your motivation is to
give them money over and above
covering the cost of the trip, but
it is generous.) You and your wife
should agree on this sort of
expenditure before you make the
commitment. Agreeing doesn’t
mean that you overrule her and
do what you want; it means that
you talk, listen, negotiate and
agree before you spend.
