Make
sure you (a) spell the original horse names correctly in 
your entry, and (b) use the “Name A x Name B = Foal 
Name” format as shown in the examples, so that the 
thousands of entries will be properly sorted. As always, you 
may send as many as 25 entries; don’t number them, please 
(sorting issues again). And don’t bother to suggest Name A 
x Name B = Third Name on the List; it won’t get ink.
